Review of Block 4 and Look Forward to Block 5
The Faculty

· Faculty continued their professional development commitments made for the 2010-2011 school year.

· Pam continued faculty observations and monitored goal setting for full time faculty. Faculty also began participating in Peer Observations as part of their professional growth during Block 4.
· Faculty is participating in presentations for Stories Program.
· We continued hosting 2 English and 2 Social Studies practicum students from the CU/Boulder School of Education. These students completed this experience during Block 4.

· We hosted Lily Harris, an English student teacher from Metro State. Lily taught two classes during in Block 4. Lily will be continuing to teach during Block 5.
· Katherine Brown and Mike Pacini left Boulder Prep at the end of Block 4.

· Faculty received new laptop computers and were provided tech support to help them make the transition to the new format.

· A graduate student from CU/Boulder will be teaching a Shakespeare Class during Block 5.

· We have begun interviewing for teaching vacancies to begin in Block 1.

· Faculty contributed over $4,000 for Scholarships for our graduates.
The Students

· We had about 140 students enrolled during Block 4.

· More students are participating in the presentations at Stories.

· Senior Advisors met regularly with seniors to make sure that they were on track to graduate in May.
· Twenty-one seniors graduated this year and were honored in our May Graduation Ceremony.
· The average score for students taking the ACT exam was higher than the national average.

The Program

· The Boulder Daily Camera showcased Boulder Prep’s Native American Program and our Graduation Ceremony in news articles.
· As part of our Friday Life Skills program, we took students to CU/Boulder to attend the Conference on World Affairs in Block 4.
· Block 5 classes will be extended to include more afternoon options. Classes will begin a 9:00 and students will have opportunities to continue with afternoon course options.
· Students have an opportunity to participate in a sailing, swimming, bicycling, running and golf classes sponsored by faculty members during Block V.

· Students who are registered for Block 5 will begin classes on Monday, 
June 13.
· Block 5 will culminate with a BBQ Cookout on Thursday, July 21, 2011 beginning at 1:00 pm. Families and community members will be invited.
